Provincial B certificate.

e Child, Youth, and Senior Community coaching courses are no longer valid as of April 1 2017. Please note that for coaches who are upgrading
their old community coaching courses with the new LTPD courses, the Laws of the Game requirement will be waived with a written request
from the club.
